For Christians, it also serves as a reminder to do something that we may forget to
do: pray for those in authority over us. 1Timothy 2:1-4 says it this way: “T urge,
then, first of all, that petitions, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for
all people — for kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet
lives in all godliness and holiness. This is good, and pleases God our Savior, Who
wants all people to be saved, and to come to a knowledge of the truth.” Although
this passage indicates that this should be an ongoing part of our prayer life,
sometimes we need a little reminder. What better day to be reminded than Memorial
Day?

Have you noticed what happens to us when we forget to pray like this? Instead of
focusing on the well-being and, if appropriate, the salvation of those in authority,
we begin to find fault with them and even blame them for what’s not right in our
lives. We grumble about corruption and agendas and all sorts of things that may or
may not even be their fault. We become dissatisfied with life as it is today and
begin to long for the “good old days.”

So, my beloved church family, this Memorial Day, let’s remember to pray for those
in authority over us, trusting God as they exercise authority over us. Let’s make this
not just a day of remembering those who have made this country a great stronghold
of freedom, but also remembering that “Every good and perfect gift is from above,
coming down from the Father of the heavenly lights, Who does not change like
shifting shadows.” (James 1:17)

When we remember that, we can live a grumble-free life, thankful that we know
