The Election Day Dilemma 
 

I urge, then, first of all, that petitions, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be 

made for all people – for kings and all those in authority, that we may lead 

peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness. 1 Timothy 2:1-2 (NIV) 

 

If you are like me, you probably go to the polls with at least some foreboding. 

Do I even know these people who are running for office, much less know 

enough about them to make an informed choice as to which one would do the 

best job in that office? It is with those thoughts in mind that Marvin Olasky 

wrote an article for the November 1, 2014 edition of World magazine. Here are 

some of his thoughts: 

 

On the ever-expanding government: “We can keep government small only when 

most people honor their fathers and mothers while refraining from the practice 

of murder, adultery, theft, and false witness. The reason for that is partly 

obvious. A high-crime society needs more police, more judges, more jails.” 

 

On the human condition: “Southern Baptist Theological Seminary President Al 

Mohler … praised the Catholic Catechism’s use of the term ‘intrinsically 

disordered’ to describe some sexual practices.  That’s a good phrase, and it goes 

beyond sex: Intrinsic disorder seems to me a synonym for original sin.” 

 

On the candidates: “Which candidates will acknowledge that we are disordered? 

Which see the importance of promoting the institutions that fight intrinsic 

disorder and eliminating or at least reducing the government-imposed obstacles 

they face? Which senators will fight the appointment of judges who promote 

disorder? . . . Which candidates are leading biblically ordered lives? (If intrinsic 

disorder rules them, they are likely to make new laws in their own image.)”
